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Abstract: Foreign language classes are impossible without independent work on the language with the help of dictionaries and reference books. Lexical knowledge ensures successful mastering of the basics of all types of speech activity. 
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The objectives of the work are to characterize various types of exercises as leading teaching aids, to consider such active learning methods as play, computer programs and the Internet, rhyme and song learning, as well as the content of these methods, and their relevance to the goals of teaching vocabulary in English lessons.
There is always a goal in an exercise. Of course, some exercise can have a side effect. And this is very important to use in training. But one exercise never gives the final effect.

Usually, exercises are distinguished for assimilating the material and for using it in oral speech. In our work, we will consider exercises for the formation of lexical skills. Training plays an important role in learning.

All vocabulary exercises are divided into two categories aimed at:

• memorization of a word, its semantics in unity with the pronunciation and grammatical form;

• the formation of combinations of words of a semantic nature.

When teaching, it should be remembered that success largely depends on the correlation of the qualities of the exercise with the content of the intended goal and the conditions for achieving it. Currently, the adequacy is expressed in the following position: each type of speech activity is mastered mainly through exercises in this particular type of activity.
Experience has shown that teachers often neglect poems and rhymes in English lessons. And in the case of their application, they turn only to traditional works, which causes a dismissive attitude of students. Or, for many teachers, all work comes down to "listening" and "memorizing", so students often do not even understand the meaning of the poem they memorized. The problem of using poems and rhymes deserves due attention at all levels of education, from elementary to senior, as the effect of learning language material increases. The love of poetry should be instilled in children from an early age and accompany them all their lives.

Learners usually have erratic attention. Therefore, it is imperative in the lesson plan to provide for types of work that relieve stress, switch the attention of children, and cause a positive emotional mood. Learning rhymes, poetry meets the age and psychological characteristics of children. They are easy to memorize, have such characteristics as rhythm, sound repetition. Learning poetry is fun for children. And what is experienced emotionally positively remains in the memory for a long time, leaving a mark in the mind of the child. The teacher asks everyone to read the poem. While reading it, the teacher approaches each student and listens if he is speaking the material correctly.

Then the teacher invites students to try their hand at translating this poem. Informs that the best works will be placed on the stand and the winners will be announced.

Thus, children develop the principle of competition and the desire to win. I believe that this type of work reveals the creative abilities of children, instills an interest in a foreign language.

During the lesson, the situation was tense. All students took an active part, answered questions rather closely together and asked them to the teacher, which contributed to the assimilation of grammatical material.
So, the role of poems and rhymes is currently very large. Rhymes in an English lesson are a means of activating and motivating students to work, since, performed in the form of rhymes or songs, they help relieve tension and stiffness.

Poetry plays a huge role as a means of developing children's speech and its components such as breathing, diction, hearing, tempo, and the ability to regulate the strength of the voice. Poems and rhymes can also improve memory.

Some poems and rhymes educate children in moral qualities, culture of behavior, respectful attitude to each other, to the people around them, persistence in overcoming difficulties.

Rhymes are phonetic, thematic and grammatical:

• Phonetic rhymes are designed to practice the correct pronunciation of certain sounds.

• Thematic rhymes define as their goal the expansion and consolidation of vocabulary, since each of them includes a number of lexical units.

• Grammar rhymes are a very good help in the learning process, as they help, albeit in a poetic form, to memorize various grammatical features of the English language.

English teachers use rhymes both in the lower grades and in the senior stages of education. A student of any age will definitely pick up something of his own that will remain in his memory for a long time without any problems.
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
